CUSC DEVELOPMENTAL SOCCER PROGRAM
“ PEE WEE SOCCER”

· Small-sided games.  Defined as games less than the standard 11 man per team on the field  format (11v11) which is played at the U13 and higher age levels.  The CUSC Pee Wee Soccer Program will play a 3v3 format (three players per side on the pitch during a game) with no goalies on a field of 20 x 25 yards.

· Roster sizes vary, but generally no more than six to ensure players get the opportunity to play at least half the game.  Teams are coed since the physical capabilities, strength and size of both genders at this level is relatively the same.

· The dual-sided game concept.  If player quantity allows, team rosters are expanded to accommodate the playing of two side-by-side games,  simultaneously.  This essentially means that six players from each team are playing at any one time, and the roster size can increase to a maximum of ten players, allowing for substitution and maximizing playing time for all players.

· Coaching is provided by volunteer parents, which helps to provide an interaction with the players while exposing parents to the coaching experience that is not overwhelming.  Many continue to coach teams in both the recreational and competitive programs as their player(s) progresses through the various levels of soccer development.  Coaches are provided instruction from the Club Technical Directors and are encouraged to expand their knowledge through available courses and other coaching materials.

· Games will be played at CUSC venues on Saturdays.  Game length is four 8 minute quarters, with short breaks in between.  Practice times and days are determined by the coaches, but generally on one per week, with potentially an additional training session from time to time from “guest” coaches (other coaches in the club).
· The fall season will start after Labor Day, ending in early November, and the spring season in begins in late March and goes to early May.  Once teams are formed, practices usually begin in late August for fall and early March for spring.

· The $45 program fee includes a jersey.  Parents are responsible for providing black shorts, black socks, a size 3 soccer ball and shin guards for their player(s).  Soccer cleats are not recommended – a good pair of running/tennis shoes is adequate for players at this level.
